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POSTERS ARE DUE AT YOUR JANUARY MEETING!

e Must be a horizontal poster that is 14x22 inches

e Write name, grade, teacher and school on the back of your poster
e No 3D objects that extend more than 1/8 inch

e Nothing should be placed on or blocking the emblem

e The stem of the clover should always turn to the right

e Use the whole emblem, do not distort or wrap the dimensions

e No copyrighted characters (Mickey Mouse, Bugs Bunny, etc.)

e Do NOT fold or roll up your poster
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You CANNOT place objects on the clover The clo!:;er CANNOT be tilted
